Meeting Minutes
Call to Order at 6:30 p.m. by Supervisor VanVolkinburg.

Pledge & Roll Call completed at the Budget Hearing held at 6:00 p.m. this evening.  All in attendance:  VanVolkinburg, McInerney, Kamyszek, Miner and Stein absent with approval.
Approval of Minutes from February 1, ZOOM and Approval of today’s agenda was motioned by Treasurer Kamyszek and support was provided by Trustee Matt Miner.
Audience: Public Hearing for T&M Partner’s renewal of SUP conduct mineral mining operation.  4th Street & 129th Ave – Not in attendance.  Will discuss under New Business.
Ron DeVries from 951 129th Avenue was in attendance with concern of the truck/traffic speed on this road and where the speed limit changes from 45 mph.  Commissioner Cain said he will call Allegan to have the Deputies check this area.

County Commissioner Report – Rick Cain shared that they are still zooming county meetings.  Covid shots should be available for everyone by April.  Many volunteers helping at the Vaccine Clinics.  Discussed the Headlee reset and groundwater study done for Allegan County.  Kamyszek shared that she hoped the County had some special rewards for the Health Department employees who were doing above and beyond with the Pandemic, vaccines, etc.  
Planning Commission Report – Matt Miner – Report from February 10, 2021, zoom meeting regarding the Pomranke mine via T&M Partner’s.  See New Business for vote.  RV Park had nothing new, Nathan Knight nothing new.  VanNortwick/Vann’s Valley Event Center private road is being reviewed.  New officers will be elected at the Wednesday, March 10, meeting.
Escrow Policy is finalized and is under Unfinished Business below for motions.
Sheriff/Deputy Report – February 71, received 3/9/2021.   Deputy Baker is returning and Deputy Bussell is moving to another municipality.  Deputy Anderson continues to work with Deputy Baker.
Cemetery Report – Micah Kuhtic reported he had been busy with lots of plowing and a few funerals.  Getting ready for spring to arrive.  Discussed new 4.5’ diesel mower to be purchased this fiscal year.

WAEMS Report- Sue Kamyszek – nothing from February but a meeting will take place on March 10.
Unfinished Business – PCI – Blight info sent from McInerney 2/25/2021 and on March 4, Castello sent an email using that spreadsheet.  Reviewed the email and McInerney will contact Castello regarding the follow up as discussed. 
Escrow Policy & Affidavit – Zoning Application Fees – Policy was presented by McInerney.  A motion was made by Miner with support from McInerney.  All four present voted to pass this policy, effective March 8, 2021.  McInerney will publish, but policy is in effect 3/8/2021.
Peanut Butter Drive helping Allegan County Food Pantry – VanVolkinburg reported that between the Township Boards, Knights of Columbus, F&AM/Value Added match we were able to donate 480 jars of peanut butter to the Allegan County Food Pantry!!!  Thanks to all who helped.
New Business
- T&M Partner’s renewal of SUP.  The Planning Commission motion/proposal to the township board was provided.  VanVolkinburg made a motion to approval the renewal of the SUP the Planning Commission approved on February 10, 2021 with the exception of not including #3 – 

The applicant shall provide a revised site plan to clarify the reclaimed area and to better illustrate the phasing of the mining activities and to illustrate that all mining activities will be a minimum of 1000 feet from an occupied dwelling unit on other nearby parcels.
Reason to remove #3 per VanVolkinburg motion was it is (A) an existing mine and (B) on a State Highway (current Class A road).  Discussion pursued.  Kamyszek made a motion for support.  All yes, motion carried 

4-0. Discussed need a monthly list from PCI of SUP’s that are due to expire.  McInerney will include in the email to Castello/PCI.

Interurban Trail (Jennifer Antel) we received many draft agreements after the February 1, meeting through today regarding the trail from Kazoo to GR.  Miner shared that he listened to a zoom meeting and the difference between a regional and local trail may make grants possible.   McInerney will let Antel know that we (1) do not have funds to share, (2) our landowners who live on the trail do not want it, and (3) we do not have any elected official for the committee.
Board of Review – Members and Training – 3 of the 4 have been trained.  Able to do in-person meetings.
Knights of Columbus Tootsie Roll Drive – Sue Kamyszek presented a letter from the Knights on behalf of Paul Kamyszek. The weekend of March 26& 27th the corner of Bradley and 10th Street will be used for collection to local organizations with intellectual learning disabilities.  Wayland Township Board is happy to approve this great cause.
Budget for 2021-2022 as discussed at the Public Hearing at 6:00 p.m.  Kamyszek made a motion to approve the Budget for 2021-2022 as presented, Miner provided support.  Roll Call Vote with all yes, motion carried. 
Resolution R03-2021 – Request to MTA Legal Assistance -State Boundary Commission Issue Injunctive Relief.  Motion made by VanVolkinburg, with support provided by Miner.  All yes, motion carried.
Approval and Review of bills –Bills needing to be approved list (see packet) and Balance Sheet – McInerney provided additional bills received.  Miner made a motion to approve the bills and Kamyszek provided support.  Roll call vote, all yes, motion carried.  McInerney shared that 1180 farming money has not been received.  Discussed will send an overdue notice.
Resolution R04-2021 – Budget Amendment – Adjust Budget, end of year/quarter and adjustment needed presented by McInerney.  Kamyszek made a motion with support from Miner. All yes, motion carried.
Communication – Charter updated information was shared.  
Board Comments – McInerney thanked Kamyszek for her assistance and volunteering for the vaccine clinics in Allegan County.  Miscellaneous discussion.  Stein absent with notice.
