Meeting of the Wayland Township Board
 October 7, 2024
Minutes - 6:30 p.m.

The Meeting was called to order by Roger VanVolkinburg at 6:30 P.M.

The pledge of allegiance was led by Matt Miner, Trustee.
Roll call showed all board members present.

Approval of the Minutes from September 3, with amendments provided by Kamyszek and support from Stein.  Additionally, the agenda was motioned for approval at the same time.
Public Hearing on increasing Property Taxes – Fire Protection & Ambulance services   McInerney motioned to approve Resolution R22-2024 for 1.0 mill following explanation by Vanvolkinburg and the August millage proposal on the ballot.  Miner provided support.  All yes, motion carried.

County Commissioner Report – Mark DeYoung – not in attendance, no report.
Planning Commission Report – Matt Miner reported that two Public Hearings were held.  Daniel Bates & Judith Tucker.  Following presentation by residents the Planning Commission recommended denial of their proposal and a suggestion to approve the 80-acre parcel as that would work with the Master Plan.  Changed request and PC approved that and are bringing to Board tonight.  Stone Hill Site Plan was approved with conditions.  Drainage, school concerned about Wildcat Drive – not a public street, Sunrise landfill.  Asked to be put on the November Agenda.  Under Old Business they discussed Chair and secretary
Sheriff/Deputy Report –– no deputy in attendance.
Cemetery Report –Micah Kuhtic not in attendance.  McInerney shared that Micah had sent a photo that McInerney shared showing a hole in the wall of the back green building on the west side.  Micah called MSP and they took photos, etc.  Vezzetti shared Cremation Statistics as she noted the norm in a magazine.   We are at about 43%, a little below the average. 
WAEMS Report – Kamyszek attended and their Insurance Agent – Par Plan via BHS quoted them no longer doing Stand Alone ambulance polices.   Discussed non-transport as previously discussed rate change.  Medicaid may cover some, Medicare will not cover any of this.  Billing of $550 and $650 depending on residency.  
Ryan, Fire Department shared that medical alarms are the most common.  If care is administered, then a charge can be made.  Brenda and Kathy have been in their co-director positions for one year and are no longer on probation.  Doing a great job.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS – Kamyszek reported Versiti Blood Drive will be held on December 26, as Versiti suggested.  
Blight list back from PCI with updates. New information was also shared with PCI as requested.  – McInerney
Christian Neighbors of Wayland Annual Souptober Drive.  The Township Board is participating and VanVolkinburg will report what Value-Added will contribute BRING YOUR SOUP OR DOLLARS – to DONATE to The Township Hall.  

BHS Insurance was able to provide the included the Cyber Liability for $1,738 annually added to the regular insurance premium from November 24-2 25.    McInerney motioned to include Cyber Liability Insurance with support from Stein.  

Discussion of Short-Term Rentals (STR) held during the Joint Meeting of the Planning Commission & the Township Board on 10/2/2024.  Following discussion, it was decided to table the STR Public Hearing previously discussed at the Board meeting.  

NEW BUSINESS – McInerney shared there are three new Township Henika District Library Members:  Pamela Meyer, Rachel Brinks and Debra VanderSlik.  Gary Marsh continues as a long-term township member.

Planning Commission Recommendations with applicant requests – Tabled Stonehill Farms (VanRhee) on 133rd Avenue.  6 copies needed for the Township Board, etc.  The Bates/Tucker proposal as came from the Planning Commission meeting – 80 acres, parcel # 24-036-009-11 to rezone from Agriculture to R1 follows the Master Plan and was motioned by Miner with support from Kamyszek.  All yes, motion carried.
Approval and Review of bills –Bills needing board approval, balance sheet – McInerney presented bills.  Miner motioned to approve the bills with support from Stein, all yes, roll call and motion carried.
Resolution R23-2024 Budget Adjustment – Adjustment of line items.  Motion made by VanVolkinburg with support from Kamyszek.  Motion carried.  Roll call vote all yes, motion carried.
Communication – McInerney shared the increase of revenue for Public Act 121 Revenue Sharing Projections from SOM For fiscal year 2025.
The Certification of August 6, 2024, election was received and was incorrect. Genetski noted they will make the needed changes and resend.  When sending in the L4029, McInerney asked for a corrected copy.  Chief Deputy Jackie Porter will provide that when Canvassers meet again.

Pat Staley’s plate for her tree was repaired by VanVolkinburg along with Doug Culvers.  Discussion regarding the need to get a new name plate for Nellie Montague and Bev Taylor. Stein will obtain the engraved plates and VanVolkinburg will put them on the bases.
McInerney scheduled a maintenance of a quarterly filter check and once a year (seasonally) a check from Boniface Heating & Cooling.
Leighton Township is updating their Master Plan – Info received. 

Charter information update.




Audience – second round:  Ryan Penny gave an update on the Fire Department.  The Tender Truck has been updated and is doing lots of work.  Chief Stoddard gave his resignation, and it was decided that the decision for a new Chief will be up to the new City Manager, Erik Wilson, who will begin soon.  September had 121 calls with 69 being EMS.  Lillian DeKoning (running for the Clerk position) mentioned she appreciated the Fire Department’s participation in the preschool field trip.   Penny will train anyone on the AED with a short class, not necessarily having the entire CPR training in case of an emergency.
Larry Brenner, Road Committee Chair stated 131st was painted, but fog lines have not yet been done. 

Colin Kummerfeldt, from Apex asked to be added to the November agenda. (November 12, 2024).

Comments: VanVolkinburg – shared that the new restaurant coming to the Gun Lake Casino Noodles will have a soft opening on December 19. Time to be determined. The Revenue Sharing Board Distribution/Meeting will take place on Wednesday, December 18, from 5-7 p.m. at ShKode.  Kamyszek wondered if it was possible to bring the check distribution portion back to the Township Hall.
Kamyszek – Shared an individual stopped by regarding the three parcels of about ninety acres that was initially purchased for water/sewer could be of interest for purchase.  Our 9-month CD was rolled over and put back into the general fund.
Miner – appreciated the Joint meeting of the Planning Commission and the Township board and would like to recommend we meet annually. It was 2021 when we last met.
Stein – Not sure if he will be available for the November 12, board meeting.
McInerney -Election preparations continue the General Election in November.  AV applications continue to come in every day.  October 26 will be the first day of early voting.
Motion to adjourn was made by VanVolkinburg with support from Miner, approved and meeting adjourned at 7:37 p.m.
