Meeting of the Wayland Township Board
 September 3, 2024
Minutes - 6:30 p.m.

The Meeting was called to order by Roger VanVolkinburg at 6:30 P.M.

The pledge of allegiance was led by Matt Miner, Trustee.
Roll call showed all board members present.

Approval of the Minutes from August 12, and tonight’s agenda with a change was motioned by Kamyszek with support from Miner.  All yes, motion carried.
Hearing on the 2025 Roll for Selkirk Lake Special Assessment District – VanVolkinburg presented for motions.  Neither resolution had calls regarding disagreement or audience comments.
Roll for the Selkirk Lake Aquatic Weed Control – Resolution R18-2024 Motion made by 
McInerney with support from Miner.  All yes, motion carried.
Special Assessment Rolls for Seymour Drive Road Special Assessment District and 

West Selkirk Drive Special Assessment District – Resolution R19-2024 Motion made by
McInerney with support from Miner.  All yes, motion carried.
Audience (1st):   Jim Sivak – discussed the gravel roads and curves on those roads.  He also discussed his frustration with the recycling millage and no longer being able to opt out.

Doug Geurink from 3645 Lakeshore Drive discussed short term rentals in Wayland Township.  He represented Larry Kubiak and Tom Osterbrock who were also in attendance.  Asked how to proceed to get residents to get Short Term Rentals be limited.  Discussed the Yankee Springs ordinance they shared when in attendance earlier in the year.   Tom Osterbrock 3681 Lakeshore Drive also spoke.  VanVolkinburg stated he would set it for them to have a public hearing with the Planning Commission.  Bob Fryling, Planning Commission, Chairman in attendance.
Dan Flores 855 Tulip Tree Lane stated he was also not happy with the recycling surcharge that recently passed as recycling is not available for Selkirk Lake residents.  Kamyszek, Treasurer will share Heather Bausick from the Recycling department at the County’s phone number in case she can help these folks obtain recycling.  Mr. Flores also mentioned he was not happy with the weed control and that individuals were not given notice and Public Act 188 since 1954 required the drain commission to be involved.

Brian Borr 2584 & 2600 Seymour Drive one home owned, and one home rented was also not happy with opting out no longer being an option following the passage of the recycling surcharge.

Ryan Penny from the Wayland Fire Department gave a monthly report.   The new fire truck was outside prior to the meeting for township residents to see.  After training, the truck will be put into use.

Shirley Noteboom 2604 Seymour Drive discussed her concern with short term rentals on Selkirk Lake and also does not want to see them.

County Commissioner Report – Mark DeYoung – not in attendance, no report.
Planning Commission Report – Matt Miner – Reported that there were two public hearings at the August meeting.  1) Text Amendments that the Planning Commission wants the Township Board to approve and 2) a 12-unit plan on a cul-de-sac across from Wildcat Drive on 133rd Avenue.  VanRhee is one of the individuals.  Stacie Ritchie/Vince Thayer were not back.  The Planning Commission confirmed that the meeting with both the Township Board and Planning Commission on Wednesday, October 2, will work for them.  McInerney has noticed the meeting.
Sheriff/Deputy Report –– no deputy in attendance.
Cemetery Report –Micah Kuhtic not in attendance.  McInerney stated that trimming is being done as grass has not been growing.  The drop box for elections and the township drop box are both now in place near the front entrance/steps of the hall.  
WAEMS Report – no meeting, nothing to report.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS –Versiti Blood Drive – Thursday, August 29, 2024- Kamyszek reported 8 units donated.  Decide whether to hold the next blood drive in November or January.

Fred Ross Williams Site Plan Review – received information from Lori Castello, PCI that Mr. Williams had his paperwork completed.  Miner discussed the SUP for a private road.  Miner made a motion with Kamyszek’s support to approve Mr. Williams’ request.  All yes, motion carried.
Fire Department Contract with City – Signed by VanVolkinburg & McInerney, sent to the City for signatures. Have not heard back or received a signed copy.

Blight list sent to PCI as reviewed by VanVolkinburg, included additional information from Deputy Rairigh, RC track and Cartwright demolition is complete. The update came from PCI, discussed.
McInerney reported furnace & AC replacement was completed on August 22, by Boniface.
Cyber- Security – Par Plan Insurance, discussion with KHC (Jordan) recommends – McInerney waiting for Par Plan to review for a cost – still not available.

McInerney reported Road Millage Proposal for November ballot was to be to the County the Tuesday following our Monday, August meeting and we missed the deadline.
McInerney connected with Gilchrist from EGLE to terminate the discharge permit the township has held.  Resolutions and discussions are needed if we wish to sell the 1180 property.  Seeber recommended a Commercial Realtor.  Kamyszek will obtain all the parcel numbers.

NEW BUSINESS- Fire Contract Invoices as updated by City Finance Director.  McInerney emailed information on August 22.  Discuss invoice for amortized fire truck and Wayland Township’s portion as noted in the new Fire Contract.  Put with bills if board agrees/approves.
Resolution 21-Support Michigan Township Participating in Plan Grant Application for Wayland City Fire.  McInerney motioned to support the Par Plan Grant use with support from Kamyszek.  All yes, motion carried.
Planning Commission requesting Text Amendment: Section 3.22 Accessory Buildings be approved by the Township Board.  The amendment was cleaned up.  Miner made a motion to support the Text Amendment as approved by the Planning Commission.  Stein provided support.  All yes, motion carried.
Approval and Review of bills –Bills needing board approval, balance sheet – McInerney presented bills.  Kamyszek motioned to approve the bills with support from Miner.  All yes, roll call and motion carried.
Kamyszek – KHC quote for IT needs for camera. McInerney stated the camera was necessary for elections and Kamyszek shared it is helpful for tax payments.  McInerney made a motion to approve the bid with support from Kamyszek.  All yes, motion carried.
Communication – McInerney

NPDES (discharge) permit from Tribe notification shared on 8/23/24.
The Certification of August 6, 2024, election was received and was incorrect.  Genetski noted they will make the needed changes and resend.

Pat Staley’s plate for her tree needs to be repaired or replaced. Jerry Staley stopped by with the plate.  VanVolkinburg will repair the memorial plate for Staley and Culver.  McInerney thanked VanVolkinburg.
Christian Neighbors of Wayland asking for participation in the Annual “Souptober” Drive.  They are low on soups currently.  We can participate as a collection agency, McInerney can also add the info to the Website, etc.  or we can participate as a board if desired.  Will take place all of October and McInerney could also note through election day. Everyone was happy to help donate and VanVolkinburg will check with Value Added.  
Discussed the fire billings from the City of Wayland.   Billings for 23-24 fiscal year(s), the current fiscal year (July & October 2024), and Township’s portion of amortized fire truck.  Discussed.  McInerney suggested the truck be paid in full to save the interest rate as shown on the paperwork.  Kamyszek motioned to pay the final fiscal from 23-24 July invoice and to pay the truck with one payment, when the signed contract is received from the City. Stein motioned support.  Roll call vote, all yes, motion carried.
Audience – second round:  McInerney reported that Chrissa Klein 2741 8th Street in Shelbyville shared her concern about the safety crossing to the MS from the HS on Wildcat Drive.  She was referred to the school to share her concerns that the driveway is not a public street.  It is owned by the school and on their property.  She is also interested in being an election inspector.  McInerney asked her to share her information on an application.
Comments: VanVolkinburg will fix the memorial signs for the cemetery and shared his appreciation with Ryan Penny for coming to the meetings and keeping us updated.  

Kamyszek – Willow Street has asked about having an SAD.
Miner – nothing

Stein – appreciated the Fire Department bringing the truck to the township.
McInerney -Election preparations have begun for the General Election in November.

Motion to adjourn was made by Kamyszek with support from Miner, approved and meeting adjourned at 8:08 p.m.
